the thin plastic film that post is increasingly being delivered in instead of tradi-
tional envelopes (magazines especially) or used by dry cleaners when they
give you back your cleaning. | don't know about you, but it's really bugged me
that I've had to put this film out in the rubbish. The great news is that there is
a polywrap manufacturer in Norwich who is delighted to receive and recycle
your old polywrap. Hooray! All you have to do is fold it small, collect it, and
then when you have enough to fill a large envelope send it second class to:
