Winster Parish Council—Veronica Kemble

Parish Council elections - May 2007 - have you got what it takes?

A parish council is a local authority that makes decisions on behalf of the peo-
ple in the parish. It is the level of local government closest to the community,
with the District Council and County Council above it in the hierarchy.

As it’s the authority closest to the people - and the common perception of
government is that it's painfully slow moving and choked with red tape - par-
ish councils are invariably the first place people will go with concerns or
ideas. For this reason they are a vital part of any community.

Why become a parish councillor?

If you’ve never been to a parish council meeting before, you may be forgiven
for thinking that parish councillors are a group of (probably older) people who
meet now and then in a draughty village hall to discuss budgets and parish
precepts, making decisions that have little impact on the community they
serve. | assure you there is more to it than that (and the Burton Institute cer-
tainly isn’t draughty)!

By becoming a parish councillor you become someone your community will
look to for help, guidance and support - a community leader with the power to
influence decisions for the benefit of the people you serve. Seeing your com-
munity change for the better, as a result of decisions you have helped make,
is something that can give you a sense of achievement and pride.

How much time does it take up?

The parish council meets once a month for the council meeting, to which
members of the public are also invited. Meetings usually last two hours, de-
pending on what’s on the list of items to discuss. Being a small parish, we
don’t have too many committees.

Occasionally councillors are asked to spare time for site meetings for exam-
ple with the highways department or planners. Such meetings won’t happen
every day, so it's not going to take over your life — and the bonus is you get to
see the detail of what's being planned for your community before anyone
else.

Don’t take my word for it!

The best way to find out what it’s like to be a parish councillor is to come to a
parish council meeting and talk to someone who'’s doing it now and find out
what they think of the job. My number is 650530 or email me on parish-
clerk@winster.org.

Rental Charges

Members will recall that last year we agreed our first increase in charges
since the 1998 refurbishment. We have found it necessary to make in-
creases again this year but have again tried to protect community groups
from bearing the brunt. We have said that we will have to return to the is-
sue of income generation given (a) the disappearance of the revenue from
the computer classes and (b) other changes in the financial landscape —
particularly our over-dependence on funds from Secret Gardens. We will
look at this over the coming months.

Volunteers

But it isn’t just about money. A second important issue for us is involvement
in the running of the Institute. We still have a high level of dependency on a
few key individuals and need to get some more 'active' people onto the
Committee. There are lots of good ideas around and some exciting new
initiatives — but they do need some energy behind them. So we welcome
anyone interested in helping run the village hall.

Building Issues

We have recently attempted to solve our ongoing problems with the lift (a
real headache for Roy Witham, John Geddes and others) by signing a new
contract with Otis - who built the lift and therefore might be expected to
know how it works! We hope to see an improvement in the lift operation.

More recently we have commissioned a professional fire risk assessment -
the results of which are available now and will need to be implemented in
the coming weeks. It shows that we have most things covered but indicates
where we can make improvements.

Just before Christmas the upper store was cleared of equipment and the
floor repaired and repainted. This enabled us to access the door to the yard.
The cleanup of the yard was carried out by a team of three - a bloke with
one leg, our most illustrious senior citizen and a another old lad who had
just done his back digging on his allotment in Youlgrave! Fred Karno’s
Army!

Travelling in London—John Geddes

An ordinary single ticket for the Underground has recently increased to a
staggering £4 - even if you are only going a single stop. But with a bit of
advance planning, it needn't be that bad. The new fare is effectively a pun-
ishment for passengers who don't get organised with an electronic "Oyster"
card. Those with an Oyster card pay £1.50 per trip in central London - still
expensive, but a lot better than £4. The card itself (which lasts indefinitely)
costs £3 "deposit" - and on top of that you have to prepay at least £2 credit.
Then you touch the card against a special pad as you enter and exit the
tube network (or when you get onto a bus), and your credit is automatically
reduced.

You can buy an Oyster card at any underground ticket office - but the
queues at Kings Cross/St Pancras can be horrible. Automatic machines al-
low you to top up the credit on an Oyster card, but they won't issue a card if
you don't have one already. To avoid the queues, you can buy an Oyster
card before you go to London—most readily from www.tfl.gov.uk - albeit that
they demand a minimum £10 credit (so £13 in total) if you buy it this way.

There are special Oyster cards for kids - these need organising in advance
(it takes four weeks!) as they include a photo. You SHOULD be available to
make a "non-resident” application without going to London first , but the
TFL website isn't at all helpful, so you may have to phone to get the

special form.

The good news is that you can still buy go-anywhere one-day Travelcards
without an Oyster card.

Green Corner Jo Ferguson

Do you know any GREAT Trees? Great in stature, but also Great habi-
tats for wildlife and often Great sources of information about our past. Per-
haps they were part of an old boundary. Maybe planted as a crop of wood
or coppiced to provide charcoal or fencing materials.

Why the interest? Derbyshire Wildlife Trust is working with individuals and
local communities to locate and survey Derbyshire’s veteran trees. Veteran
trees are enormously important for wildlife - sap runs, loose bark, rotten
heart wood, large cavities, dead branches in the canopy, dead wood on the
ground all form a ‘high rise city’ for insects and small creatures that have
colonised the trees slowly over hundreds of years.

So when is a tree a veteran tree? Some trees are slower growing than
others or have shorter lives. A general rule is to measure their circumfer-
ence or girth at about 1.5 meters/5’ above ground level.



Any tree with a circumference close to or more than the figures below, is
likely to be a veteran tree:

1 meter/3’3” : Hawthorn, blackthorn

2.5 meters/8’2” : Field maple, rowan, yew, birch, holly, hazel, other small

tree species

3 meters/10’ : Oak, ash, scot’s pine, alder

4.5 meters/14’'9” :Sycamore, limes, chestnuts, elms, poplars, beech, wil-
lows, other pines and exotic tree species.

b Go on, hug a tree! Who on earth, | hear you ask, carries a
tape measure in the countryside? Well, we all do in a man-
ner of speaking - our bodies. An average adult’s span from
fingertip to fingertip with arms outstretched is about 1.5m or
5’. If you and a friend hug an oak tree and your fingers don’t
meet, it is probably a veteran tree. You’d need two friends for a sycamore
- you get the idea!

How can you get involved? There are many ways in which you can help:
* Let me know the locations of possible veteran trees in Winster. Do you
have any large trees on your land or in your garden? Have you seen some
whilst out walking? If so, we want to know!

* Help is also needed to undertake desk-based research for Derbyshire
Wildlife Trust, looking at maps and aerial photos to locate potential veteran
trees.

* You can become a volunteer surveyor for Derbyshire Wildlife Trust who
will be running training courses for people who are interested in undertak-
ing in-depth surveys of trees.

If you are interested please get in touch with me on 650530 and remember,
no prior knowledge or training is required. | will pass all information on to
Derbyshire Wildlife Trust on your behalf.

Now, how can | tell what my Great tree is when it has no leaves on it?
Here are a few clues:

Ash — very common in these parts, and the buds are always black and
hard

Oak — buds dark brown or dark red brown, bark grey and rugged giving a
fissured look

Beech — quite a few around Winster. Buds long, straight and pointed.
Bark smooth and silvery grey. Likes well-drained ground.

Horse Chestnut — sticky winter buds, reddish-brown or dark grey-brown
bark, flaking into long plates

Sycamore — bark grey, smooth with scaling plates. Buds green,

Alder — Buds on short stalks, each looking like a mini-cone, and may also
have catkins. Likes damp areas.
