Leacroft Verge

The parish council are seeking the views of residents regarding a grassland
enhancement project proposal for the large verge at the front of Leacroft
Road. The verges are currently maintained by Derbyshire Dales District
council on behalf of the parish council. Back in early 2021, working with
parish councils and community groups, the District Council identified 15
pilot sites where verges and public open spaces were cut at the end of
February or early March, then scarified to create bare patches to give seeds
already in the soil the space and light to germinate. Community groups also
sowed seeds themselves. The verges were then left uncut until the end of
August. There are now 38 sites in total and botanical surveys last year
identified 94 species of plants, ranging from common dandelions and
buttercups to four species of orchid.

The innovative biodiversity project is now into a third year and the parish
council have discussed potential sites for the project in Winster. We would
like to use the large verge at the front of Leacroft road as a pilot project,
which if successful, could be rolled out to other grass verges. Our intention
would be for the District Council to maintain a mown 1m strip around the
verge between the full cuts in March and August.

Overweight Vehicles

In an effort to prioritise road safety in the village the Parish Council have been
working with our Police Community Support Officer and local businesses to
try and prevent overweight vehicles travelling through Winster.

Prior to Christmas there was a spate of LKW Walters lorries taking a route
through Main Street, so I took the opportunity to flag one of the drivers down
and ask why he was taking this route. He insisted that he was just following
his sat nav, which I noticed was a hand held device and not a proper lorry sat
nav.

I contacted the HR Director of Eco Bat (formerly Enthovens) to ask if they
could take action with their supplier. In turn I was called back by the
Customer Services Director who said they would reinforce policy with the
drivers and LKW Walter account manager, including ensuring that lorry sat
nav devices were used. Both were exceptionally courteous and apologetic. In
addition, Carly our local PCSO, sent an email to both companies regarding the
breaches of weight restriction and reported them to trading standards.

Going forward any breaches can be reported directly via the following link to

You will need to complete a monitoring form recording: the vehicle
registration number, name of company, date time, location, and direction of
travel. You can also attach a photo of the vehicle if you are able to take one

Cold Calling

The Parish council is concerned about the targeting of villages like ours in
the last couple of years by cold callers who seem to try to take advantage of
our more remote locations. These can sometimes be the front for criminal
activity, such as scouting places to steal from, and rural locations can be
attractive due to higher proportions of more elderly residents and the fact that
the arrangements of houses means they can knock doors without being
visible to other houses and can therefore act largely unobserved.

As such the PC has enquired about the possibility of creating a no
cold-calling zone in the village through Derbyshire County Council and the
local police. DCC have been less enthusiastic about the proposal but the local
police have been more supportive. DCC have said that any proposal will need
to be supported by evidence of why it is needed and have the support of local
residents.

The local police have produced a report for us on incidents locally. However,
this report is pretty scarce and likely misses many instances that go
unreported. Therefore it is essential that any incidents at all are reported to
the local police, so that their reports can reflect the problem accurately and
help us build a case if that is what the community would like us to pursue.

Therefore would residents please let us know if they support us pursuing a no
-cold calling zone across the village; please let us have your thoughts by
emailing clerk@winsterparishcouncil.gov.uk or phone David Brown on
650932. If you have vulnerable neighbours who may struggle to express their
opinions, please help them to do so (send an email on their behalf for
example), as it is important that we hear their voices in particular. We will
also include this for discussion at out next drop in session.

 Letter fuom Reverend Stephien Monk |
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Breathing is quite important to us! | know I’'m stating the obvious but is it that
obvious? When | have pain management treatment in Calow (Chesterfield) Hospital
the presence of a nurse is a godsent. As the various injections are placed in my back
or neck; the nurse said, ‘remember to breath’. | don’t know the physiology of the
problem but when the pain is extreme as the injection finds the right place | (like
many people, | suspect) hold my breath. | think this is also true of other issues:
anxiety, fear, other pain sites, night terrors, nervousness etc. For those who live in a
very busy, fraught or stressful lifestyle people often breath from the top part of ones
lungs — shallow breathing can cause various issues and problems.
A nurse once told me if you look at a baby they naturally breath properly, fully from
their diaphragm. It's only as we get older that we don’t breath properly. Today sports
people, musicians, actors etc. Need to learn how to breath properly again. Today we
all know that many people suffer from all sorts of mental and emotional issues. One
aid to help is concentration on ones Breath. Slowly, deeply concentrate on ones
breathings. It really does help. Now, you may think — there’s nothing needed here? It
may go back a few decades as people of science and medicine have developed this
form of help. Yet, the reason I’'m writing about this today is that this form of ‘self help’
can be traced back to at least the 6th or 7th century.
Abba Philemon wanted to teach a brief, inner way of prayer. Mindful of the words of
St Paul’s call to ‘Pray without ceasing’ (1 Thess 5.17). Many monks of the early
church developed and built upon this way of prayer. Today it’s often used by the
Orthodox churches but it's a way of prayer which can help you and me in our living
out the anxieties and problems of 2023. It's called the Jesus Prayer and there are
many versions which work for different people. The oldest goes:

“Lord Jesus Christ, Son of God have mercy on me”
We have to believe that 1) Christ loves us; 2) Christ understands our humanity and all
that means; 3) Pray it closely with trust that God in Christ, wants you to flourish, be as
well as possible and also be aware that Jesus love and wants to offer you mercy and
peace.
It's a great prayer to hold as we enter a new year — where ever we are on the spiritual
path it is a prayer God gifts to you. Whatever we’re going through in life God’s inviting
you to find an inner stillness in the chaos of life. Jesus calls us or invites us all to find
salvation and wholeness through the power of his name. Even in our churches and
Diocese there’s much noise and lack of peace as well as our own lives. We all need
inner peace, we need to hold to the truth that whatever we face in life that a deeper
gift from God is in the stillness He holds us in life and in death. Through the power of
Christmas and the Cross, Jesus promises us that He will never leave us. He wants us
to share that Good News with our community and the world.
Accept the invitation here and now to make this prayer your own (you may even want
to use a line from the psalms or your own prayer) May | invite you again to join us on
a Sunday in our Churches as we bring our brokenness to the Lord; and we ask Him
to heal and forgive us. Please remember, everyone is welcome. But, til then why not
make this prayer your own:

“Lord Jesus Christ, Son of God have mercy on me”

It was
not a surprise to hear how much more in demand the food
banks are this year, due to financial pressures, which was
why our bags of hope were so greatly appreciated. We also
asked how we might be able to help in the future, as this is
very much needed, not just at Christmas.
