Winster Common
Do you value Winster Common?

Would you be interested in joining a
group to manage and maintain the
common in the future?

Historically, parts of Winster Common at
Bank Top were used as a tip and later
grazing land for both parishioners and
drovers of cattle. These uses have
effectively been abandoned for many
years. No common rights of grazing
were claimed at the time of the
registration under the Commons
Registration Act 1965.

The two parcels of common at
Shothouse are privately owned, unlike
the Bank Top parcels having no
recorded landowner. Winster Parish
Council has powers by virtue of Section
45 Countryside & Rights of Way Act
2000 to protect the common against
unlawful interference, but its powers to
spend monies on maintenance or
improvement is restricted by statute.

In 1989 a group of people from Winster
came together and formed ‘The
Friends of Winster Common’. The
group developed a plan and raised
funding leading to the completion
between 1989 & 1990 of extensive
removal of areas overwhelmed by
intrusive alien weeds, land reforming
to address former unmanageable tip
areas, seeding, tree planting and the
provision of seating.

In recent years concerns have been
expressed on how the common at
Bank Top has been managed. | have
been asked to consider reviving The
Friends of Winster Common group
with a view to managing the common
in a sustainable, affordable way, in the
future. ’'m happy to do this and several
Winster residents have offered to join
the group.

Parish Council Notices

Objection to Annual Accounts (2023-
4)

The result of the external audit has
been received and reported to Parish
Council at the meeting on June 2.
This work was only occasioned
because of a challenge from a
Winster resident to the Annual
Accounts for 2023-4; an objection that
could have been discussed and
resolved with the Clerk if the objector
had wanted to be helpful to the village.

Sadly, because of the objection, an
external audit was required. The cost
of this will be approximately £3,500
(including VAT). The auditor upheld
five of the six objections, but took no
further action after accepting the
Parish Council's response to the
issues raised and noting the changes
we have already made to remedy the
situation. The auditor was aware that
it is the village that bears the cost and
did not, therefore, charge us for all the
hours she spent dealing with the
matter.

The cost of this expensive and
unnecessary piece of work will fall on
Winster Parish Council. It is money
wasted and each of us will have their
own ideas of how it could have been
better spent to the benefit of the village.

At its meeting on June 2nd Winster
Parish Council noted the Audit report.

Reporting Suspected Gas Leaks

Following a recent serious gas leak to
a property on Leacroft Road, could we
please urge anyone who smells or
suspects they smell gas, to report it
immediately. Even if you smell it
outside, it could be a serious issue and
may come from a nearby property. Not
everyone can smell gas and the
resident therefore be unaware, or the
property could be currently
unoccupied. Reporting a gas leak is
very easy, ring the emergency gas leak
number on 0800 111 999. The number
can be found through any search of a
similar term on the internet. The phone
is answered immediately and someone
will be at the location within the hour.
There are ageing mains gas pipes in
some locations in Winster, which were
the culprit in this case, and the PC is
pushing Cadent for dates for their
replacement.

Parking to the road at the bottom of
the triangle.

We understand that parking close to
the junction at the bottom of the triangle
opposite the Miners  Standard
continues to pose issues for residents.
If vehicles are parked too close to the
junction, it is often not possible to turn
past them, and in attempting to do so,
people can damage their own vehicles
or to avoid it, have to reverse back out
blind onto the main road. The PC has
raised this issue multiple times with the
police and PCSO in the past, hoping to
get some markings or signage to
prevent it. However, our concerns have
been effectively ignored. Therefore, if
residents could report these issues to
police on the non-emergency number
101 when they occur, it may help to get
some action taken.

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Rev’d Monk’s July message

“The earth is the Lord’s, and everything
in it, the world, and all who live in it.”
Psalm 24:1

July is a mixture of things to reflect on. We
have long days, and warm (sometimes too
hot) evenings. Gardens in full bloom, and
golden fields of various crops. Yes, the
countryside is alive with colour. If you’re
going to certain parts of the country you’ll
see lavender fields, with a lovely scent and
the hum of bees. There are hedgerows
which carry lots of fruit and farmer’s are
preparing for signs of harvest. It’s a
beautiful month. God willing it will be a
month of abundance, inviting us to pause
and reflect on the generosity of God’s
creation.

In this season, we are reminded of the
fruitfulness that comes from patient
tending — both in the land around us and
also in the land in our lives. Just as the
crops don’t grow over night neither do we
as spiritual and psychological beings.
Remember none of us grow in a void. In
my 13 years serving our parishes you have
helped me grow on many levels. Christians
never really grow in isolation. It’s no
accident our normal way of being church is
gathering in fellowship around a church or
in a parish. The great idea concerning the
parish model is God calls together some
very different people. This can be a
challenge or at least a bit stressful.
Remember the first Pentecost, Jesus didn’t
call for uniformity but for unity. Pentecost
called for the first of his followers, and still
calls us, to work together. Diversity is truly
a gift for the church and the world.

But what stops us expressing the truth of
the Gospel? What stops us talking about
the love of God and his forgiveness for all
people. Surely it’s being ‘arid’, like when
the soil in our gardens and beautiful county
becomes so hard with lack of rain. When
the rain comes down there’s a real
difficulty in getting the rain in the gardens
and to the roots which need the water to
live. We need both water to live and we
need the water of God’s grace to help us
flourish and be the people we can be. God’s
grace always calls us to new life in Christ
but also God calls us to go out from the
safety of our churches to serve people
where they are. Always remember the
World is gifted to all people by God so may
individuals and nations realise the Earth
must be nurtured and shared with all,
especially the poor, and with those
countries which don’t have a good
infrastructure.

To be a life giving Christian we do need to
prepare ourselves; just like gardens need
preparing. So this July may you give
yourselves time (as much as is possible) to
rest, refresh, for renewal and prayer. But
we all do those things to prepare ourselves
to serve our Community, our World and
God. May all people be led out from the
desert to the life giving garden where God
waits to pour His grace upon us.

May you have a restful and, for those
travelling, a very safe holiday.

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Twinning News Summer 2025

Twinning has been through difficult
times over the last few years with
Brexit and Covid making life a little
more tricky. Covid slowed down the
momentum of the relationship by
missing 2 years in our visiting cycle.
The last time the lItalians visited
Winster was 2019. Brexit has
affected twinning as EU grants for
helping with the cost of visits have
been slashed and this year, the
Italians need to have passports and
visas to travel to the UK (they have
been previously able to travel using
Identity Cards). Luckily, we have
been able to counteract the
reduction in EU grants by ramping
up our fundraising and we are very
grateful for the support we have
received from the  Winster
community for our Burns Night and
Oktoberfest events.

This year it has been difficult to
confirm commitment from the
Italians to visit Winster so at the
beginning of June a delegation of
Winster folk (14 of us) trekked over
to Italy see our twinned town of
Monterrubiano and see whether
twinning had had its day. This was
self-funded i.e. not funded by
twinning - as such we stayed outside
of Monterrubiano at a coastal town
of Porto Sant'Elpidio.

A few weeks before our planned
departure we got confirmation that a
small troop of Italians (13 of them)
will indeed visit Winster this year for
Carnival, helped by a generous
Secret Gardens grant to pay for the
transport of drums, flags and
costumes.

This confirmation provided a much
more positive groundllr\}? for our visit
to Italy. On visiting Monterrubiano
the welcome was incredibly warm
and a multi course feast was laid on
for us like we were visiting royalty.
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The marquee was decked out with
Italian and Union Jack flags and the
wine flowed. In the evening we saw
the flag wavers
routine.

We all agreed that Twinning may
change - Monterrubiano and
Winster, as rural communities,
experience similar problems with
falling numbers of younger people
and reducing numbers of children in
their respective schools. For the
foreseeable future it is unlikely that
we will be exchanging a coachload
of visitors but the essence of the
relationship is still strong and there
is definitely the will on both sides for
it to continue.

If you see the Italians around please
say a friendly "ciao"; most of them
don't speak very much English but a
smile and a friendly greeting will go
a long way towards makin% them
feel as welcomed as we felt on
visiting their home.
